WELCOME 
Welcome to the fifth annual Compass Points Program for Students and Emerging Artists.  This year we will be  in Calgary, Alberta June 16-21. Come and be inspired by performances from across the country, engage in workshops and discussions, and meet future colleagues and co-conspirators. 

Held during the Magnetic North Theatre Festival (June 13-23), Compass Points is a gathering of post secondary students and emerging artists from across the country which helps them navigate the Festival and offers a firsthand introduction to the professional theatre industry. Organized in consultation with students from University of Calgary and emerging artists from across the nation, this week-long event consists of workshops, panel discussions, and social events, designed to inspire participants to chart their own course in Canadian theatre. 

Compass Points builds on the festival experience – performances, Magnetic Encounters and the Industry Series – with the student perspective in mind. Past topics include touring in Canadian theatre, theatre creation and criticism in the age of blogging, union do’s and don’ts, living as an artist, grant writing for emerging artists, new play development, self-production, new approaches to storytelling, and workshops led by some of Canada’s most prominent theatre practitioners.
Some of our past panelists and workshop leaders include: Pat Bradley, Robert Chafe, Denise Clarke, David Ferry, Erika Hennebury, Peter Hinton, Brooke Johnson, Denyse Karn, James Long, Julia Mackey, Mump & Smoot, Darren O’Donnell, Matthew Payne, Richard Rose, Kim Selody, Joey Tremblay, Ian Watson, Why Not Theatre, and Zuppa Theatre. This year we are pleased to announce Mary Vingoe, founding Artistic Director of the Magnetic North Theatre Festival as our keynote speaker.

Topics and events vary from year to year to complement festival programming and address current concerns and questions. A full itinerary and schedule will be available in April.
APPLICATION INFORMATION

We accept applications from across the country. We welcome university, conservatory, college and independently taught students, and emerging artists from all aspects of theatre including but not limited to acting, directing, playwriting, design, technical production and arts administration.
We invite students and emerging artists of diverse cultural backgrounds who are passionate and curious about Canadian theatre and have an interest in being a part of the national community. 
Students are defined as participants of any age currently enrolled in a university, conservatory, or college program as well as those taking independent theatre courses or classes. Those expecting to graduate in April 2012 are considered students for our purposes. Emerging artists are defined as participants of any age with 5 years or less experience outside the school setting. 

Applications are reviewed on a per case basis until all places are filled to ensure we have a wide range of participants from across the country and from all aspects of theatre. Early application is encouraged. If you are not accepted your name will be placed on a waiting list. In the event of a cancellation the next person on the waiting list will be offered a place. You may take your name off the waiting list at any time. 


Once you are offered a place as a participant in this year’s Compass Points it is expected that you will purchase your pass within two (2) weeks of your acceptance. If you do not purchase your pass within this time frame your place may be given away to an applicant on the waiting list. Passes are non-transferable due to the application procedure. There are no refunds or exchanges on passes once purchased.
We will be in contact with successful applicants to provide detailed information regarding how to purchase passes, accommodations, financials, and scheduling. If you have any questions or concerns please contact us before submitting your application.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Magnetic North is making available a special Compass Points Pass which will give you access to all Compass Points events, all eight (8) plays in the Festival, the Industry Series, and Magnetic Encounters. Please note this price does not include special events such as fundraisers or guest speakers.  

At an estimated value of $650, the pass is being made available at the reduced cost of $109 or, if you order before May 15th 2012, an early bird rate of $89.  
Compass Points participants will be responsible for travel to and from Ottawa, accommodations while in Ottawa, and all other expenses associated with their stay including but not limited public transportation, food, and entertainment.
