Social networking sites such as Facebook, Twitter, Tumblr have become ubiquitous.  They are present in our personal relationships, our work relationships; they are referenced constantly on the news and television; musicians depend on them to promote themselves independently and a film on the subject has just won The Oscar.  But what happens when this omnipresent phenomenon gets flipped over and exposes its dark underbelly? One Yellow Rabbit explores this idea both in English and Japanese; from beginning to end then from end to beginning.

Kawasaki Exit debuted at the 2010 High Performance Rodeo, Calgary’s International Festival of the Arts, as an intricate Japanese puzzle-box.  Performed in both Japanese and English and inspired by the real-life dark side of Japanese social networking sites, Kawasaki Exit is “a fascinating journey of remembering and surprise” - The Calgary Herald

a different Canadian city each year.  In addition to its mainstage performances, the festival is a forum for Canadian theatre professionals to market their work to national and international presenters and touring venues. Its Encounters Program also provides audiences up-close, interactive contact with festival artists and less formal, more innovative performance experiences.  To date, the festival has travelled to Edmonton, St. John’s, Vancouver and Kitchener-Waterloo. It will travel to Calgary in 2012.
